PICK-UP DAYS BEGIN AT 6:30 a.m. ,   

MONDAY—Trash, Yard Waste & Recycling   

Forest Heights residential Yard Waste must be placed in paper bags 

or trash cans. The law prohibits the use of plastic bags for yard 

waste. 

Tree limbs must still be tied together in small bundles not to 

exceed 4 feet in length. 

 THURSDAY—Bulk  (Three Items or Less)  

METAL PICK-UP : Metal placed on the curb will be picked up by 
Public Works for a minimum of $35.00 (paid in advance) 

Propane Tank Pick-ups are $30 each: Tires $15.00 each
