On a serious note, the Town sent the incorrect municipal tax rates to Prince George's County for fiscal year 2024 due to
a staff error. The County under-collected revenue based on the rates set by the Town Council. Each property owner will
receive a letter to collect the difference, which will be between $100 and $200 for the year. I sincerely apologize for this
oversight and will introduce legislation to prevent a similar mistake from happening in the future. Additionally, we
plan to hire a permanent town administrator soon, who will develop standard operating procedures for routine
administrative tasks.

The Town Council is formulating the budget for the fiscal year 2025, which begins July 1, 2024, so plan to attend the
Finance Committee meeting on Saturday, April 27, at 10 am and budget hearings in May to share your feedback.

Finally, you're invited to the National View Stormwater Community Meeting at the Municipal Building on Saturday,
May 4, at 10 am. National View is a mixed-use residential and retail project coming to Forest Heights in the next few
years. The development team and engineers will present their plan to reduce stormwater impacts on existing homes
at this meeting.

Although we face our share of challenges, our opportunities to improve are boundless. As we embark on the next 75
years, my mission remains to move Forest Heights Forward!

CAN I PARK ANYWHERE 
ON MY PROPERTY?

What constitutes a legal parking area on private property? 
This question has been a major topic for several years in the Town. In effort to
bring clarity and insight community interaction and dialogue, the following

information is here for you:

Section 15.3.2(A) of the Town Ordinance Code titled, 
"Off-street parking limited to driveways.”

Parking on driveways and other surfaced parking areas is limited to the area
and dimensions depicted on the county permit, any approved site plan for

the subject property, and any Town of Forest Heights required permit. Unless
the Prince George's County Code states otherwise, an additional paved or
surfaced area not to exceed 500 square feet is allowed by the Town to be

placed on a lot without a permit issued by the town that additional paved or
surfaced area as permitted herein shall not be used for parking vehicles.
